The impact of climate change is already evident on the region’s
public beaches and will require increased public investment in
infrastructure and maintenance to preserve enjoyment of these
precious resources

Improved transit access and updated parking policies are sorely
needed at several beaches, and could generate new revenue for
beach improvements and operations

Water quality is very good on most beaches but significant
improvements are still needed, most notably at King’s and Tenean
beaches

Maintenance is good at most beaches, but some beaches need
additional attention to routine repairs, trash pickup and other similar
